59. Minutes

The minutes of the meeting held on Monday 18" November were confirmed and

signed.

60. Declarations of Interest

No declarations of disclosable pecuniary interests were made at the meeting.

61. Registration for public speaking and statements

Representations by the public to the Committee on individual planning applications
are detailed below. There were no questions, petitions or deputations received on
other items on this occasion.

62. P/FUL/2023/02819 - Land at Post Farm, Lytchett Minster, Dorset, BH16 6AB

With the aid of a visual presentation including plans and aerial photographs, the
Case Officer identified the site and explained the proposal and relevant planning
policies to members. The proposal was situated within the identified greenbelt,
aimed to enhance the local context while addressing the established settlement
boundary. The integration of Public Rights of Way ensured accessibility, and the



wider context included nearby facilities such as the crematorium and the Upton
residential area, as well as operational renewable sites within a 4 km radius. A
comprehensive review of the Battery Energy Storage System (BESS) Planning
Database nationally and within Dorset revealed the ongoing landscape of
applications submitted and appeals lodged, giving crucial insights into the regional
development framework. The site plan outlined the integration of battery energy
storage system alongside measures for biodiversity net gain through thoughtful
landscaping initiatives, all presented alongside the summary of components that
form the proposal.

No objections had been raised by third party, highlighting community support for
the initiative. All principal issues had been carefully considered, including
screening for Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) and  Appropriate
Assessment. The underlying principle of the development aligned with national
policies focusing on sustainability while rigorously evaluating its impact on the
greenbelt, justifying very special circumstances for its implementation. The
proposed elevations included the installation of an acoustic fence to mitigate
noise, with comprehensive documentation addressing key amenity issues,
including assessments regarding the distance to the closest residential properties
and commentary from the environmental health officer detailing noise mitigation
strategies. Efforts towards biodiversity enhancement and showcasing net gain
further bolster the project's environmental credentials. Traffic management had
been meticulously planned, factoring in access lane dynamics and the provision of
passing places to ensure unobstructed access for maintenance vehicles during
construction/operation stages and emergency vehicles in case of emergencies.
Construction logistics also included designated vehicle routes, temporary signage,
and measures to minimize disruption. Consistent with recommendations from the
National Fire Chief Council, provisions for fire safety included the installation of
two hydrants, addressing the water supply for fire fighting operations and safety
needs of adjacent residential properties. Detailed conditions related to these
aspects can be found in the officer report.

The proposed project would have incorporated internal tracks designed for battery
storage maintenance and emergency response, specifically addressing flood risk
and improving drainage for both surface and groundwater scenarios. The project's
drainage strategies are mindful of potential pollution risks associated with fire
incidents and runaway events, particularly concerning waterways. To mitigate
these risks, a trench and attenuation pond are proposed along the southern
boundary of the site, with each section of the battery units being carefully bounded
to provide additional mitigation to store polluted water in case of fire fighting
operations and fire protection. While the Dorset heathland's integrity will be
preserved, only one tree would have been removed, and a robust tree protection
plan would be implemented. Archaeological assessment had not identified harm to
limited archaeological findings within the area whilst heritage assessment has
identified heritage assets in the area, yet the impact on the setting of listed
buildings was deemed minimal due to established screening. Engagement with the
Southern Gas Network (SGN) confirmed that potential concerns related to the
pressure gas pipeline could be addressed through proposed conditions. The
planning balance, analysed in a comparison table, supported a favourable
development outcome within the green belt, aligning with paragraph 153 of the
National Planning Policy Framework and demonstrating very special
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circumstances. The project aimed to import and store electricity through renewable
sources, contributing positively to wider environmental benefits. Ultimately, the
environmental and public advantages presented by this development outweighed
the potential harms, leading to a conclusion that most concerns were acceptable,
some with specified conditions.

It was recognized that any adverse impacts on the green belt were given
substantial weight, with the expectation that only exceptional circumstances may
warrant departure from established guidelines. Regarding design elements, the
proposed elevations for the proposed containers, along with acoustic fencing, had
been strategically considered, ensuring minimal impact on the nearby settlement
boundary. The proposal had been evaluated for biodiversity enhancements and
received no objections from Natural England. Furthermore, the traffic management
plan has been acknowledged as appropriate and robust, supporting the expected
degree of vehicle movement during the construction period. Specifically, there will
be limited two-way HGV movements, with routing directed away from sensitive
areas. To conclude, overall, the benefit outweighed the harm, therefore the officer
recommendation was to grant subject to conditions at Section 20 of the report.

Public Participation

Ms. Lees presented a compelling case in support of the proposed planning
application, drawing on her extensive farming background to underscore its
significance for the agricultural community. As one of many struggling farmers in
Dorset, she highlighted the necessity for diversification, noting the rich history of
the land in question. Speaking of the history of the site and existing diversification,
initiatives included woodland schools, a campsite, a fishing lake, and a college for
children with disabilities, promised not only to enhance local facilities but also to
create further employment opportunities. Ms. Lees emphasized that since
converting the farm to organic practices for environmental benefits at the turn of
the millennium, they had embraced a unique situation by being approached for a
solar farm that aligned seamlessly with their ethos. This big diversification scheme
was designed to benefit the community at large, fostering collaboration and
enabling investments that reflected their commitment to sustainable practices. She
urged the committee members to support the officer recommendation and grant
approval for the project, recognizing its potential to revitalize the local economy
and empower the farming sector.

Mr. Thompson endorsed the officers’ support for the application. He underscored
the significance of such infrastructure to ensure the availability of electricity during
periods without solar or wind energy production, particularly across England.
Referring to the Dorset Council's declarations regarding Climate, Ecological, and
Nature Emergencies, he articulated that the proposed battery storage site could
serve as a timely solution to these pressing challenges, should it be approved. Mr.
Thompson acknowledged the constraints imposed by limited capacity on the
electricity network, which inhibits the advancement of renewable energy projects in
the region. He expressed satisfaction with the applicant's careful site selection,
which considers local impact by situating the facility in a secluded area and
enhancing its screening through additional planting. In response to concerns
raised by the Environmental Health Officer, Mr. Thompson confirmed that
comprehensive noise assessments have been conducted. He assured that noise
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emissions will be meticulously controlled, aligning with previously established
agreements to minimize any impact. The proposal also adhered to the latest
guidelines from the National Fire Chiefs Council, involving extensive consultations
with the Dorset & Wiltshire Fire and Rescue Services. The design would have
featured two emergency access gates, safe turnaround areas for emergency
vehicles, and strategically placed fire hydrants within 90 meters of both entrances.
Furthermore, the inclusion of CCTV would have bolstered site security, while
robust monitoring and control systems would prevent battery overheating.

Mr. Thompson expressed confidence that the Planning Officer's detailed report
justified the site’s temporary development within the Green Belt, meeting the Very
Special Circumstances criteria. With no opposition from statutory consultees or
local residents, and a favourable recommendation from the planning officer, he
was enthusiastic about the potential contributions this proposal could have made
towards fulfilling both the Council's and the Government's renewable energy
targets.

Members questions and comments

e Clarification regarding the eventual colour and finish of the proposal.

e Queries relating to fire protection and how water would be used to cool
down the units.

e Safeguarding of the High-Pressure Gas pipe.

e Members sought clarity regarding whether the conditions within the
officer report specifically referred to the point which the officer made in
her presentation regarding the maximum length of time that the proposal
would have been operational if members were minded to approve.

¢ Response time for issue which could have affected the installation such
as security or technical incidents.

e ClIr Crabb queried the projected traffic movements during construction.

e Clarification as to whether the applicant had considered a permissive
path to restore connectivity.

¢ Members weighed out the harm to the greenbelt versus the benefit if
approved.

e Queried whether there were any other benefits for the local community
which hadn’t been included in the officer report as it is important that
residents also see a benefit.

e Members praised the officer’'s presentation and report.

Having had the opportunity to discuss the merits of the application and an
understanding of all this entailed; having considered the officer's report and
presentation; the written representatives; and what they had heard at the meeting,
a motion to APPROVE the officer's recommendation to GRANT as recommended,
was proposed by Cllr David Northam, and seconded by Cllr David Taylor, subject
to conditions set out in the officer report.

Decision: To grant for the reasons set out in Section 20 of the officer’s report.

Reason: For the avoidance of doubt and in the interests of proper planning.
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The planning permission hereby granted shall be limited to a period of 40 years
from the date when electrical power is first exported from the batteries to the
electricity grid network, excluding electricity exported during initial testing and
commissioning. Written confirmation of the first export date shall be provided to
the Local Planning Authority no later than one calendar month after the event.

Reason: To define the permission and in the interests of proper planning

No later than 6 months prior to the expiry of the planning permission, or within 6
months of the cessation of electricity storage and distribution by this facility,
whichever is the sooner, a detailed scheme of works for the removal of the
development (excluding the approved landscaping and biodiversity works) shall
be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The
scheme of works shall include the following details:

i) a programme of works, including a timetable for their completion;

i) a method statement for the decommissioning and dismantling of all

equipment and surfacing on site;

i) a Decommissioning Traffic Management Plan to address likely traffic

impacts associated with the decommissioning;

iv) details of any items to be retained on site;

v) a method statement for restoring the land to agricultural use.

vi) timescale for the decommissioning, removal and reinstatement of the land;

vi) a method statement for the disposal/recycling of redundant

equipment/structures.

The scheme of works shall be undertaken in accordance with the approved
details and timescales. The Local Planning Authority shall be notified in writing
of the date of the cessation of electricity storage by or distribution from the
development within one calendar month of the event.

Reason: To ensure the satisfactory restoration of the site.

The Local Planning Authority shall be notified in writing within one month of the
event that the development hereby approved has started to store or distribute
electricity to/from the Grid. The installation hereby approved shall be
permanently removed from the site and the surface reinstated within 40 years
and six months of the date of notification and the local planning authority shall
be notified in writing of that removal within one month of the event.

Reason: In the interests of amenity and the character and appearance of the
area.

Notwithstanding the details shown on the approved plans, no development shall

commence on site until details of the materials, colour and finish of any built
structures and containers, poles, fencing, gates etc., have been submitted to and

approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Development shall be carried
out in accordance with the approved details prior to the development being first
brought into use and retained as such for the lifetime of the development.

Reason: To ensure an appropriate visual impact within this rural location.

The approved development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved
Arboricultural Method Statement and Tree Protection Plan, dated April 2023
setting out how the existing trees are to be protected and managed before, during
and after development. No occupation of the approved development shall
commence until a signed certificate of compliance by the appointed
Arboriculturalist has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local
Planning Authority.

Reason: To ensure that trees to be retained are not adversely affected by the
development proposals and the approved method statement is complied with for
the duration of the development.

No development shall commence until a hard and soft landscape scheme has
been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority
showing details of all trees and other planting to be retained; a planting
specification and plan to include numbers, size, species, positions of all new
trees and shrubs; details of existing and proposed levels, walls, fences and other
boundary treatments and surface treatments of the open parts of the site; and a
programme of implementation.

Reason: to ensure the adequate mitigation of the landscape and visual impact of
the proposals and the provision of an appropriate hard and soft landscape
scheme prior to the commencement of development.

All hard and soft landscape works shall be carried out in accordance with the
approved details. The works shall be carried out prior to the use of the site or in
accordance with a programme agreed in writing with the Local Planning
Authority.

Reason: to ensure that the agreed hard and soft landscape scheme is
implemented.

Any trees or other plants indicated in the approved scheme which, within a period
of five years from the date of the development being completed, die, are removed
or become seriously damaged or diseased shall be replaced during the next

Unless otherwise agreed by the Local Planning Authority, all new cabling
between the Lytchett Substation and the permitted Battery Storage Plant, shall
be laid underground.

Reason: In the interests of the visual amenity and landscape character of the

The development hereby permitted shall not be commenced until such time as a
final scheme to dispose of surface water for the battery storage areas has been
submitted to, and approved in writing by, the local planning authority. The
scheme shall include the pollution protection principles set out in the supporting
‘Contamination and Containment Drainage Strategy’ by Nijhuis Saur Industries
(edition 02, dated 5th July 2024) and cross section drawings of the bunded areas.
The final drainage design must demonstrate that in the event of a battery fire, all
firefighting effluent can be retained on site. The scheme shall be implemented as
approved.

Reason: To ensure that any potentially contaminated effluent in the event of a
pollution incident does not pose an unacceptable risk to the water environment
in line with paragraph 180 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

The development hereby permitted shall not be commenced until such time as a
detailed method statement and emergency plan for pollution control in the event
of, and remediation following, a battery fire incident has been submitted to and
approved in writing by the local planning authority. The scheme shall include, but
not necessarily be limited to:

* The pollution control methods used in case of a fire, such as how and when valves

will be closed to ensure firewater is stored on site and ensuring there is sufficient
capacity within the system if needed.

* How and where contaminated surface water, site materials and drainage
infrastructure will be sampled, managed and remediated/replaced following a fire
incident to ensure no contamination enters the environment when normal
operation resumes.

* A verification plan providing details of the data that will be collected and provided
in order to demonstrate that the works set out in the remediation strategy are
complete.

The scheme shall be implemented as approved in the event of a fire incident and
any subsequent amendments shall be agreed in writing with the local planning
authority.

Reason: To ensure that the any potentially contaminated effluent does not pose
an unacceptable risk to the water environment in line with paragraph 180 of the
National Planning Policy Framework.

Prior to the any areas affected by a potential pollution incident being brought
back into use, a verification report demonstrating the completion of works set out
in the approved emergency plan and the effectiveness of the remediation shall
be submitted to, and approved in writing, by the local planning authority.

A landscape and ecological management plan (LEMP) shall be submitted to, and
be approved in writing by, the local planning authority prior to the commencement
of the development. The content of the LEMP shall include the following:

a) Description and evaluation of features to be managed.

b) Ecological trends and constraints on site that might influence management.

c) Aims and objectives of management.

d) Appropriate management options for achieving aims and objectives.

e) Prescriptions for management actions.

f) Preparation of a work schedule (including an annual work plan capable of
being rolled forward over a five-year period).

g) Details of the body or organization responsible for implementation of the
plan.

The LEMP shall also include details of the legal and funding mechanism(s) by
which the long-term implementation of the plan will be secured by the developer
with the management body(ies) responsible for its delivery.

The LEMP shall also set out (where the results from monitoring show that
conservation aims and objectives of the LEMP are not being met) how
contingencies and/or remedial action will be identified, agreed and implemented
so that the development still delivers the fully functioning biodiversity objectives
of the originally approved scheme.

The approved LEMP must be implemented in accordance with the approved
details.

Reason: To protect the landscape character of the area and to mitigate,
compensate and enhance/provide net gain for impacts on biodiversity.

The Biodiversity Plan (BP) certified by the Dorset Council Natural Environment
Team on 7th July 2023 must be implemented in full in accordance with the
specified timetable(s) in the BP.

Reason: To minimise impacts on biodiversity.

Noise emissions from the development hereby permitted shall not exceed the
levels presented in Technical Note

A noise validation report demonstrating that the scheme is operating within a
rating level of 35dB LAr, Tr at 1.5m aboveground at the closest noise sensitive
premises in existence at the time the application was validated, inclusive of
applicable tonal penalties, shall be submitted to the LPA within 3 months of first
operation and approved by the LPA, unless otherwise agreed in writing.

the local planning authority. The surface water scheme shall be fully
implemented in accordance with the approved details before the development is
completed.

Reason: To prevent the increased risk of flooding, to improve and protect water
guality, and to improve habitat and amenity.

No development shall take place until details of maintenance and management
of both the surface water sustainable drainage scheme and any receiving system
have been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority.
The scheme shall be implemented and thereafter managed and maintained in
accordance with the approved details. These shall include a plan for the lifetime
of the development, the arrangements for adoption by any public body or
statutory undertaker, or any other arrangements to secure the operation of the
surface water drainage scheme throughout its lifetime.

Reason: To ensure the underground cable is routed appropriately in relation to
nearby utilities infrastructure (including SGN high pressure gas pipelines) and
the rights of the statutory undertaker are not compromised.

In the event that contamination is found at any time when carrying out the
approved development, it must be reported in writing immediately to the Local
Planning Authority and an investigation and risk assessment must be undertaken
in accordance with requirements of BS10175 (as amended). If any contamination
be found requiring remediation, a remediation scheme, including a time scale,
shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority and
remediation carried out in accordance with the approved scheme. On completion
of the approved remediation scheme a verification report shall be prepared and
submitted within two weeks of completion and submitted to the Local Planning
Authority.

Reason: To ensure risks from contamination are minimised.
Prior to the first use of the Battery Energy Storage System a full specification for

the proposed 3.5m high acoustic timber fence shall be submitted to and approved
in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The details must include the following:

b) Tested to UKAS Fire Test Standards

Once approved, the fence must be installed in accordance with the approved
Site Layout Plan ref. no. GNL-004-PL-02 Rev 11. The fence shall thereafter be
maintained and retained until such time that the use of the site ceases.

Reason: To minimise fire risks and to protect the environmental amenities of the
immediate locality.

Prior to installation of any battery storage units, a Battery Safety Management
(BSMP) Plan, a Risk Management Plan (RMP) and an Emergency Response
Plan (ERP) shall be produced in conjunction with Dorset & Wiltshire Fire Rescue
Services (DWFRS) and approved in writing by the Planning Authority. The
BSMP must detail the risk management of the proposed BESS development, the
RMP must provide advice in relation to potential emergency response
implications and the ERP must be developed to facilitate effective and safe
emergency response as per National Fire Chiefs Council (NFCC) Guidance.

The RMP/ERP shall be reviewed and updated throughout the BESS's lifespan in
agreement with the local fire services to ensure it remains fit for purpose. In the
event of an emergency the approved RMP and ERP must be complied with.

Reason: To minimise fire risks and to maximise Fire Rescue Services respond
time and fire management in case of fire.

Prior to the installation of battery storage units, the fire hydrants shown on the
approved drawing GNL-004-PL-02 11 shall be installed, connected to a Water
Company mains and tested to required capacity (1,900 I/min for at least 120 min)
before they are made available for use. Thereafter, the fire hydrants shall be
maintained and available for use throughout the lifetime of the development and
until the battery containers are removed from the site.

Reason: To ensure adequate water supplies in accordance with National Fire
Chiefs Council guidance ‘Grid Scale Battery Energy Storage System Planning —
Guidance for FRS’ (2023).

Informative Notes:

The submitted CEMP must include safeguarding measures to deal with the
following pollution risks:

e the use of plant and machinery
e wheel washing and vehicle wash-down and disposal of resultant dirty water
e oils/chemicals and materials
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e the use and routing of heavy plant and vehicles

e the location and form of work and storage areas and compounds
e the control and removal of spoil and wastes

e silt management

Prior Land Drainage Consent (LDC) may be required from DC’s FRM team, as
relevant LLFA, for all works that offer an obstruction to flow to a channel or
stream with the status of Ordinary Watercourse (OWC) —in accordance with s23
of the Land Drainage Act 1991.
