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Of course, the equality duty is not confined to sex. It extends to
religion or belief and disability.?* There may well be views expressed
by faith groups as to the location, prominence or number of sex
establishments in their locality, which ought to be duly weighed. And

the needs of disabled customers may be reflected in decisions as to
access and layout.
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
